Come and play soccer, flag football, basketball, volleyball, or
dodge ball. Please note that the “Keva Sports Registration/ Waiver” must be completed and signed by a par-
ent/guardian in order to attend (forms will be provided in Primetime next week).

2. Skating at Fast Forward Skate Center in Madison - $8.00/student (includes the cost of roller skates, in-line skates are
available at Fast Forward for an additional $2.00- paid at Fast Forward). Come and skate, play games in the
gante room, and enjoy the food from the snack bar.

3. Sledding at Elver Park in Madison- $3.00/student (includes only the cost of transportation). For the first time ever, you
can go sledding on the best hill around. You will need to dress warmly and bring your own sled (plastic sleds
and saucers only, no toboggans, metal, or inflatables) and dress warmly, The warming shelter will be open. If
the weather is bad, you will automatically go to games plus and your money will be refunded. In other words,
you won’t be able to go to Keva or Fast Forward if the weather is bad.
